EASTER  
 

We can just imagine the thoughts and 
feelings of the Apostles as they race to the 
empty tomb that Easter morning: confusion, 
fear, wonderment, and excitement.  Perhaps 
it might be what they hoped for, but dared not 

believe, that He is risen.  Human wisdom and knowledge  
cannot grasp in a single instant the wonder of the 
Resurrection.

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EASTER SUNDAY: THE RESURRECTION OF THE LORD 
 

EASTER BLESSINGS TO ALL  
 

Alleluia!  This wonderful expression of JOY identified so 
intimately with Easter comes down to us from our Jewish 
ancestors.  From the Hallel prayers, “Alleluia” means “Praise 
the Lord.”  How incredibly appropriate:  Jesus Christ is Risen 
– “Praise the Lord” – ALLELUIA! What an  awesome 
moment!  As a parish community we proclaim that to you 
and with you as we gather this weekend and begin the 
Easter Season – fifty days until Pentecost.  I think you would 
agree that with the struggling we have done through the 
intensity of Winter this year, it is great to have Spring arrive 
these past few days and focus on Easter and the warmth of 
Springtime.    
 

Easter Resurrection is marked by PEACE!  I am always 
struck by the compassion and understanding that Jesus 
shows to the disciples at His Resurrection.  Locked in an 
upper room, scared they may be next to die, having 
abandoned Christ on the cross, the Disciples see Jesus 
Risen. He appears to them alive and expresses perfect 
Love: “Peace be with you.ò  That is the succinct message 
of Easter that we all must absorb today.  It defines who and 
what we are as Christians as much as our gathering around 
the Eucharistic table.  Today we celebrate who we are and 
where we are going.  “Who we are” runs the gamut of 
description: we are daily communicants and periodic 
attendees; we are young and old; rich in ethnic diversity and 
varied in our wealth.  And yet, despite all the difference, 
something draws us here this morning to celebrate, to raise 
our „Alleluia‟ to the Lord on Easter Sunday.  In our diversity 
we are united as ONE in the Body of Christ – and that is the 
point.  Being together in worship we are so much more than 
we are individually.  We are so glad that you have joined us.   
 

Our parish depends on its parishioners.  We have 
undergone a series of dramatic changes that can set us 
reeling a bit and we may not totally accept them nor 
understand them.  One pastor with two parishes, priests 
linking two independent parishes together – it is an 
interesting and challenging concept and structure, but one 
that most likely will become the norm, not the exception, as 
priest numbers decline.  It is estimated that within seven 
years, the number of active priests in the Archdiocese will 
drop from 475 today to 225 by 2015.  With 290 parishes at 
the present time, the writing is on the wall as we pastorally 
plan for the future.  We are going to have to do things 
differently and more responsibility will be placed on the laity 
of the parish.  That is a good thing!  It offers its challenge; 
yet, there is only one goal, one mission for the Church – to 
bring Jesus Christ into our life.  Gratefully, it is reciprocal: 
give and take.  The Church/Parish does all it can to offer you 
service, ministry, programs and opportunities – and YOU 
take the responsibility to offer your time, talent and treasure 
to assure these efforts will be a success.  Only as a 
community – priests, deacons and laity – working together – 
will a parish achieve its goal, helping young and old to know 
the Lord.  Sadly, recent statistics indicate a lot of disconnect 
with church/religion on the part of our younger adults and 
families.  That is a shame because what the Lord Jesus 
offers us is so integral to our peace and satisfaction as 
human beings.  This weekend epitomizes it completely.  

Jesus Christ is RISEN from the dead!  Jesus Christ has 
conquered death – evil, pain, suffering, loss.  Jesus Christ 
has assured us of HOPE.  ALLELUIA.   
 

We pray for your peace – of mind and of heart. Your 
personal life, interacting with so many people, places and 
things can be overwhelming.  The tendency in our self-
focused society is to try and solve our problems alone, but 
too often, that tactic doesn‟t work.  We need one another.  
Why go it alone when you don‟t need to be alone?  Easter is 
about HOPE.  May your sharing in this Eucharist this 
morning be a sign to you of a deeper longing for the love and 
presence of Jesus in your life.  May you be assured through 
this community that you are never alone and can risk 
reaching out.  May you and your family be blessed by the 
Risen Lord in ways that you cannot even imagine.  Thank 
you for being here today.  If we can be of help to you – 
please call.  Our message is simple: Praise the Risen Lord!
