There may be many reasons
for that; however, we were unable to pay our bills this week
and barely had enough to do the payroll. The summer
months can be a time of dropping off, but the reality of bills
and commitments remain. | ask you to please remain
consistent in your contributions to the parish. We will have
to dip into our savings account this week and that reserve is
only about $45K. With the necessary replacement of the
ramp ($19K) and railings ($2K), our reserve funds are
depleting to a dangerous level. It is important that you are
aware of this situation.

THE RAMP AND RAILINGS: Starting this week we are
replacing the ramp which we all know needs to be. We are
also replacing the railings on the side door steps which have
always been awkward. We are trying to keep the property
safe for all, improving things slowly but surely. Sorry for the
inconvenience over the coming few weeks, but the results
will be wonderful — safe and secure for all.
