WELCOME.  We want to welcome home Bishop Roger 
Morin who will be celebrating liturgy for us this weekend.  
Our prayers and blessings continue for Bishop Morin and his 
ministry in New Orleans. 
 

FINANCIAL UPDATE -   The financial picture of the 
parish has become quite serious over the past few 
weeks.  For your information, the Offertory Collection for the 
past few weeks has been the following:  Last week: $4273; 
5/11 - $5619; 5/4 - $5465; 4/27 - $4414; 4/20 - $5010; 4/13 - 
$5273.  As you know, our budget expects over $8000/week 
including all income.  During the coming few weeks, the 
Parish Council, Finance Committee and Staff will meet to 
discuss significant changes that we will have to make in our 
spending if income does not improve.  With the payment for 
the ramp and rails ($22K) which were absolutely a safety 
replacement, and the transfer of monies from savings to pay 
for operating expenses, including payroll – we are quickly 
depleting all our resources.  We have minimal staff for a 
parish this size and we do not spend money beyond our 
budget.  Lack of income has it consequences for us all.  This 
notice is given to you to keep you updated.  We will be 
sending a letter to the whole parish after the emergency 
meeting the first week of June.
