In the coming week | will be sending out a letter to the entire
parish. This letter very directly addresses both the financial
crisis we have faced over the past few months as our funds
deplete and the collections decrease AND ALSO asking
people who are members of the parish but are not
supporting us to contribute something so that we can provide
the services they expect of us. You who come to church on
a regular basis and read the bulletin understand the
situation. You see the figures. You also know that we
appreciate all you are doing/giving, but we cannot survive
with the 15% of the people going to church giving so much
and the 85% not going to church giving nothing. It is not fair
and | think we must confront that reality and ask for help.
Our situation is grave.

In order to improve communication with you, the letter will
also let everyone know that we are “mov i n g into the 21>
century” and wil|l be
communication begining the first of the year. This means
t hat peopl e who
senior members - are being asked to connect with a family
member or neighbor and asking if the church news can be
sent to them at their email address and they would print it
out and give it to the person. It is a bit of a hassle, but at
$.42 a letter now — with our mailings costing over $900 each
time, emails are most efficient — and they are FREE. Every
person that can have an email address as a contact will save
the parish money. Each person with an email address
saves the parish about $15 a year in postage, printing, etc.
