We also find that in serving Christ we are the most free. "For

freedom, Christ has set us free: stand fast, therefore, and do
not submit ...to a yoke of slavery" (Galatians 5:1).

Servers may also be asked to serve at
weddings, funerals and other special liturgical celebrations.

There are two (two-hour) training sessions usually on
Saturday afternoons.

Altar Servers are scheduled based on the need and the
number available.

A training session will be set up shortly as we have two
volunteers ready to be trained. We are presently in need
of approximately 25 more, especially at the three
Sunday Masses.
