Our church is a faith community 
where we gather to worship, to learn, and to praise God, not to 
invest, stockpile or increase our bankroll. If a decision is to be 
made, let it be made on faith, prayer and God’s holy Word, not 
a bank statement. Let’s put God back in the CEO seat and put 
the bankers out of God’s  business.
