It is Thanksgiving time and I 
want to extend my personal gratitude to everyone who does so 
much ï out front and behind-the-scenes to make ministry in 
Dracut a grace for me and so many. This Wednesday evening 
we will gather as a parish family to celebrate our own moment 
of ñthanksgivingò and I invite and encourage you and your family 
to put this time aside before your hectic days and be with us in 
prayer.
