TWENTY-THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

 
 

Ste. Marguerite d’Youville’s ARISE Parish Team, is eagerly 
anticipating the upcoming launching of ARISE:  Together in 
Christ. This is a process designed to offer to all those 
interested, wonderful opportunities for Renewal, Inspiration, 
Faith, Sharing, and Evangelization.  In preparation for the 
launch, ARISE Parish Team Members will be introducing 
themselves to our Parish Community by speaking briefly at 
all Masses this weekend.  
 

Faith Sharing, what’s that all about?  
Here is a brief example: Faith Sharing- based on a passage 
from the gospel of Luke:  
 

[Someone] said, ñI will follow you, Lord, but let me first say 
farewell to those at my home.ò Jesus said to him, ñNo one who 
puts a hand to the plow and looks back is fit for the kingdom of 
God.ò (Lk9:61-62) 
 

Now suppose in a group, there are 3 people praying about this 
passage, the conversation might go something like this:  
Joe:  ñI think Jesus was a little harsh with the guy. What is so 
wrong with wanting to say bye to your family, before leaving to 
follow Jesus, for who knows how long?ò  
Tom: ñWhat if the guy regrets ósaying yesô, what if heôs  not so 
sure or suddenly not feeling as enthused or inspired as he was 
originally? Maybe Jesus knows heôs stallingéò  
Mary: ñYou mean like someone going off to college or someone 
whoôs signed up for the armed forces or a kid going off to camp, 
and is getting a little scared about the unknown, a little case of 
cold feet?ò  
Tom:  ñMy thoughts exactly! What if, Jesus is telling him that if 
he lets his cold feet get the better of him, he might not ever do 
the things in his deepest self, God really wants to do.ò  
Joe: ñYou know, I never thought of it that wayéò   
This is Faith Sharing! Insights, questions & doubts, and 
stretching the spirituality for the better of all the members in the 
group.  
 

Evangelization- How?  
Here is how ARISE is an evangelization process.  
By passing on the faith which was given to us in Christ.  
In small groups, ARISE members read and reflect on 
scripture, connect the story of the Gospels to the story of 
their lives by sharing with one another and celebrate 
together in weekend liturgy and prayer. The fruit of this faith-
sharing process is a faith community that has encountered 
the Lord, experienced Him in their lives and is looking to 
share Him with others in all walks of life.
