MISSISSIPPI WITNESS: 

 On June 26, 20 volunteers made up of both youths 
and adults traveled to Mississippi on a mission trip to assist in 
Hurricane Katrina relief. Having been on one prior mission trip 
in high school, I was more then excited for Mississippi. I also 
expected to see God at least once during the trip, but I was 
surprised when I actually saw God before, during, and after 
the trip.  
 The first time I saw God was before we ever even 
left. I saw God in all the generosity and support the Mission 
Trip Team received from both Parish communities. Everyone 
who bought a candy bar, had their car washed, sponsored a 
student, or gave a donation of any kind helped to bring Christ 
to the people of Mississippi. This kind of support may seem 
small, but when you support the youth and the Mission Trip 
Team, you are showing people in need that God remembers 
His people, His children, and His promises.  
 I next saw God throughout our stay in Mississippi. In 
the willingness of all the kids and adults to do whatever was 
asked for the better of the group or larger community. In the 
nightly prayer services put on by each group meant to bring us 
closer and help us share our experiences. In the little girl, nick-
named ñHippoò who lived at my work site when she was so 
excited to see us arrive, and so sad to see us go. In her great 
grandmother, mother of six, great grandmother of 17, and 
stroke victim. She has buried two of her children in the last 
four years, and has yet clearly maintained her religious foun-
dation and loving nature. In the friendship which formed be-
tween Omar, another homeowner, and Becky Gordon who 
came back to the church hall every night boasting of new 
things Omar had taught or shown the group. In Bob, the 
homeowner at the property Roma Fauvel was assigned to, 
who, while his home was not as badly damaged as others 
during the storm, was now converting the upper level of his 
own home to allow volunteers a place to stay while they car-
ried out their service.  
 I saw God in the bonds which formed so quickly be-
tween work groups and between the larger parish groups. 
Teens from different areas of the Boston Archdiocese, with 
different backgrounds, of varying ages, and each with a differ-
ent set of skills and talents to offer built lasting friendships. By 
Tuesday it seemed everyone knew each other and got along 
like they had been friends for years. There was no shortage of 
ñgood morningsò and ñgood nightsò as well as stories to be 
shared with everyone at the end of the work day. It was clear 
just how close everyone had grown on the final day when, 
while packing up the cars to head to the airport, there were 
plenty of hugs, email exchanges, and promises to stay in 
touch.  
 This bond continued when we returned home with 
homeowners sending updates of their homes progress since 
we have left, and kids staying in touch and keeping their 
friendships strong. And now that we are home it seems, God 
is still present in those relationships and in the growth we all 
experienced while in Mississippi both emotionally and spiritu-
ally. On behalf of the mission trip team and youth ministry, 
which is now in the process of planning another trip for this 
coming summer, we would like to thank you for your generous 
support. Your support has allowed us to bring Catholic service 
ministry to the people of Mississippi and to grow as Catholic 
citizens through that service. You have not only help bring a 
gift to the people of Lizana Mississippi, but to us as well, to 
see the good a small group can do in bad situations is a pow-
erful experience and one I am sure we will not soon forget.

  Merry Christmas 
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The Confiteor 
D. Todd Williamson 

In the Introductory Rites, the individual people who have come to the church are gathered into the one Body of Christ in order that 

they might enter into the great prayer of thanks and praise, that is the Eucharist. Part of this first movement of the Mass is the Peni-

tential Act, that part of the Mass which helps prepare us ―to celebrate the sacred mysteries.‖ It happens right after the Sign of the 

Cross and the priest’s greeting of the people. 

 The Penitential Act takes one of three forms. The first form is most commonly known as the Confiteor, a Latin word that, 

when translated into English, gives us the well known beginning of the prayer, ―I confess . . . .‖ The Confiteor is a communal 

statement which acknowledges our brokenness and calls upon the whole Church to pray for one another, asking for God’s mercy 

and forgiveness. 

 ―I confess to almighty God /and to you, my brothers and sisters . . . .‖ Notice the communal nature of this prayer. This ac-

knowledgement of our individual brokenness is made to God and to the rest of the assembly. Each of us, one to the other, takes a 

humble stance and, in the face of the great mercy and love of God, admit and acknowledge our human frailty, without pretense or 

presumption. Beginning with this communal acknowledgement of our common sinfulness, the Confiteor helps to remind us, 

among other things that God is God, and we are not. 

 Closely following the Latin text, the English translation continues: ―I confessת.ת.ת.תthat I have greatly sinned, / in my 

thoughts and in my words, / in what I have done and in what I have failed to do . . . .‖ Some may notice the addition of the word 

―greatly,‖ in reference to our sinfulness. This might be seen, not so much as an emphasis on our sinfulness, as much as it is on the 

simple fact that any sin is a threat to our relationship to God and to our brothers and sisters. 

 The English translation of the Confiteor continues: ―through my fault, through my fault, / through my most grievous 

fault.‖ This, too, will sound different from the previous translation, in which our ―fault‖ is mentioned once (―that I have sinned 

through my own fault‖). The English translation of the third edition of The Roman Missal maintains the original poetic repetition 

found in the Latin text. We see this literary tool in other texts of the Mass. For example, following the Confiteor we enter into the 

threefold prayer of ―Lord, have mercy; Christ, have mercy; Lord have mercy.‖ In the ―Holy, Holy, Holy‖ and before Holy Com-

munion, at the Fraction Rite, we repeat, three times, the invocation, ―Lamb of God, you take away the sins of the world.‖ 

 Striking the Breast: It is not new gesture (it has always been a rubric in the English translations of The Roman Missal), 

the words above (―through my faultת.ת.ת.‖) are said while the person strikes his/her breast. This is an ancient gesture expressing 
sorrow and is a sign of our contrition (see Jeremiah 31:19, NAB, ―I turn in repentanceת.ת.ת.תI strike my breast‖).  

 The remainder of the Confiteor, in the English translation of the third edition of The Roman Missal, remains as we now 

know it: ―therefore I ask blessed Mary ever-Virgin, / all the Angels and Saints, and you, / my brothers and sisters, to pray for me to 

the Lord our God.‖ 

 The most important thing for us to remember is that the Penitential Act is a communal recognition of our sinfulness and an 

act of praise for God’s mercy and forgiveness. Yes, as human beings we are sinful. It is part of our nature—we are broken; we fail; 

we willfully choose wrong; we sin. Yet, in spite of that, in as much as we are broken in our human-ness, thankfully—our God is a 

God who wants nothing more than to make us whole! And this is where our hope takes us as together, in one voice; as one body, 

we confess in the Confiteor.
